1. ___________________________ Large organic molecule that is made up of amino acids.
2. ___________________________ Very large organic molecules that contain the instructions for the cells.  Examples are DNA and RNA.
3. ___________________________ Cell membrane has this characteristic of allowing some chemicals to pass through it but not others.
4. ___________________________ Energy-rich compound made up of carbon, hydrogen, and oxygen.  The sugars, starches, and cellulose are examples.
5. ___________________________ Is the process by which molecules (of any substance) tend to move from an area of higher concentration to an area of lower concentration.
6. ___________________________ The diffusion of water though a selectively permeable membrane from higher to a lower concentration of water molecules.
7. ___________________________ nearly any chemical that contains carbon as one of its elements.
8. ___________________________ Energy-rich compound that mostly made of carbon and hydrogen chains.  Examples are fats, oils, waxes, and phospholipids.
9. ___________________________ The movement of materials through a cell membrane using energy.
10. ___________________________ A tough fiber carbohydrate that makes up cell walls of plant cells, that is a linking of glucose in long polymer chains.
