2. ___________________________ The process by which cell captures the energy in sunlight and uses it put together substances of carbon dioxide gas and water to make sugars (glucose).  
3. ___________________________ The process where energy is released from glucose and other organic compounds but without the use of oxygen gas.
4. ___________________________ An organism that makes its own food.  Plants are an excellent example of these organisms. 
5. ___________________________ Any colored chemical compound that absorbs light.

6. ___________________________ An organism that cannot make its own food and thus must eat other organisms for food.  Animals are an excellent example of these organisms.

7. ___________________________ An organelle in the cells of plants (and some other organisms) where photosynthesis occurs.
8. ___________________________ The main green pigment found in the chloroplasts of plants. 

9. ___________________________ The process by which cells “withdraw” energy from glucose and other organic compounds and make ATP chemical energy.  This process is performed by the mitochondria and oxygen gas is required for it to happen.
